Athletes will not be able to compete until the late payment fee has been paid. 
Payment must be made for all athletes that have been marked as approved by the 

federation. If athletes are not able to compete after being approved, then the 
federation must contact the Technical Delegate of the competition at the earliest 

opportunity. 
Fees will only be returned under exceptional circumstances and accompanied by the 

relevant documentation. 
Federations may be granted the ability to change the rider for a replacement rider if 

the reason is due to injury. This change can be without additional late entry fees from 
the point the initial rider was approved.
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For DOPING Controls, you need to have an International valid passport. In line with 
the IWWF Doping Rules, Doping controls will be conducted during the competition. By 
entering this competition, all athletes agree to be subject to doping control. Information
